The very specific track layout here at 
the Sachsenring, which mixes a short 
lap with only three right turns, means 
that the demands placed on the tires 
are very particular. However, despite 
this our engineers are well up to the 
job and I’m confident our 2022 tire 
allocation will cope with the stresses 

placed on them, and in 
the right conditions will 
lead to some good lap 
times and exciting racing.
Last year was a little 
strange here without the 
usual number of fans, so I 

know that the riders and the Michelin 
team will all appreciate the return 
to normality that the spectators will 
bring when they are back here at the 
Sachsenring for this race weekend.
